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This document is intended to be a practical guide to assist you to complete the ARC Discovery Projects for funding Commencing in 2007 Application Form and associated documentation as fully and accurately as possible.

The information in this document is underpinned by the ARC Discovery Projects Funding Rules for Funding Commencing in 2007 which contains further details on ARC Discovery Projects funding. You must read the Discovery Projects Funding Rules for Funding Commencing in 2007 (available from http://www.arc.gov.au) before preparing your proposal.  
Matters to note before completing the Application Form
Proposals are the prime source of information available to the College of Experts, and must be submitted as mature research plans ready for implementation.  The Proposal must contain all the information necessary for assessment of the Proposal without the need for further written or oral explanation, or reference to additional documentation, including the World Wide Web, unless requested by the ARC. All details in the Proposal must be current at the time of submission.

Authorship

Please note that while all participants nominated on a Proposal may view the Application Form and any subsequent peer review assessments, only the originating author may complete the Application Form and the subsequent rejoinder. See Section 8.2.4 in the Discovery Projects Funding Rules for Funding Commencing in 2007 for more information on the rejoinder process.

Accuracy of information

Check carefully before you submit your Proposal that all the information contained in the Application Form is accurate.

Incomplete or misleading information

If your Proposal is incomplete or contains information that is considered false or misleading, the ARC may, in its absolute discretion decide to not recommend the proposal for approval, and it may constitute an offence under Commonwealth criminal law.
Confidentiality

Information contained in Proposals is regarded as confidential unless otherwise stated and will be received and treated as confidential by the ARC, and by third parties who assess the Proposal for the ARC.

Privacy

Information contained in the Proposal is collected in order to make recommendations to the Minister on the allocation of financial assistance under the Australian Research Council Act 2001 and for post award reporting. The information collected may be passed to third parties for the purposes of obtaining a peer review assessment of the Proposal.  It may also be passed to the National Health and Medical Research Council, the National Occupational Health and Safety Commission, the Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade, the Department of Industry, Tourism and Resources, the Department of the Environment and Heritage, the Department of Education, Science and Training, the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry and the Department of Veterans’ Affairs for the purpose of checking eligibility.  In other instances, information in this Proposal can be disclosed without your consent where authorised or required by law.

The ARC is bound by the provisions of the Privacy Act 1988.  Section 14 of the Privacy Act 1988 contains the Information Privacy Principles (IPPs) which prescribe the rules for handling personal information.  In brief, the ARC should ensure that:

· personal information is collected in accordance with IPPs 1-3;

· suitable storage arrangements, including appropriate filing procedures are in place;

· suitable security arrangements exist for all records containing personal information;

· access to a person’s own personal information held by the organisation is made available to the person at no charge;

· records are accurate, up-to-date, complete and not misleading;

· where a record is found to be inaccurate, the correction is made;

· where the person contends that a record is inaccurate, and it is found to be accurate, the details of the request for amendment are noted on the record;

· the personal information is only to be used for the purposes for which it was collected, or for other purposes where expressly allowed by IPP 10; 

· personal information is only disclosed in accordance with IPP 11.

The process – items to note:

· Eligibility exemption ruling requests must be submitted to the ARC via your research office by the due dates outlined in the “Key Dates” section at the beginning of the Discovery Projects Funding Rules for Funding Commencing in 2007 on a form available on the ARC website at http://www.arc.gov.au
· Discovery Projects Application Forms must be produced using the ARC’s online grants applications management system (GAMS) accessed at http://www.arc.gov.au
· The Application Form should be saved and validated regularly, and may be closed and updated as many times as required prior to submission.  

· Once the Application Form has been completed on GAMS, the research office or administration unit must validate the Application Form, print the original (see printing instructions on page 6) and include additional sections as required.  

· All Proposals must be signed by the appropriate organisational delegate at Section A9 of the Application Form.

· Forward the original and one identical copy of the Proposal to the ARC by the due date 5pm AEDT, Friday 3 March 2006.
· See also the checklist at the end of these Instructions.

Note carefully

· If you are applying through an Australian university, submit your Proposal through the Research Office of the Administering Organisation by that organisation’s closing date.

· If you are applying through an Administering Organisation other than an Australian university, your organisation should identify a GAMS Contact who should contact the ARC by emailing GAMSIDS@arc.gov.au for assistance with a GAMS submission.  

· Because of the volume of material that is processed by the ARC, additions, deletions or modifications to Proposals will not be accepted after the date of submission unless invited by the ARC.

· Proposals must be both electronically submitted in GAMS and full paper copies received by 5pm AEDT at the ARC premises. Proposals received after close of business 5 pm AEDT, 3 March 2006 will not be accepted. The ARC may, at its absolute discretion, and only in exceptional circumstances, accept late Proposals.
Format

Write in plain English and comply strictly with the Proposal format and submission requirements.

Submit all pages of additional text in black type, use a single column and 12 point font size on white A4 paper, printed on one side only and unbound with at least a 2 cm margin on each side.  As Proposals are scanned electronically, please use a highly legible font type such as Arial, Courier, Palatino, Times New Roman or Helvetica.  Variants such as mathematical typesetting languages may also be used.  References may be reproduced in at least 10 point font size.  Colour graphs or colour photographs may be included but they will be reproduced in black and white.  
Please note: Fine graphics and grey scale may not be precisely reproduced due to low resolution scanning of PDFs.

The Application Form should be submitted with the additional text interleaved appropriately and the pages numbered consecutively starting at the beginning of the Proposal (page numbering may be handwritten).
Number of copies

Forward to the ARC two copies of the entire Proposal, one original and one identical copy.  The Proposal must not be stapled, it may be clipped. 

Proposal authorisation

All Proposals must be signed by the appropriate organisational delegate at Section A9 of the Application Form.

Closing date

The ARC closing date for Discovery Projects Proposals is Friday 3 March 2006 5pm AEDT.  However, organisations may have an internal closing date several weeks before 3 March 2006 as the ARC requires organisational research offices and administration units to provide certifications, electronic data and other information.  Please check with the Administering Organisation’s research office in the first instance.  

Preparing the Proposal
Electronic Application Forms – Grant Application Management System (GAMS)
The participant must fill out an electronic version of the Application Form in the ARC’s Grant Application Management System (GAMS) found at http://www.arc.gov.au
Using GAMS
· To enter GAMS, a participant must have a valid GAMS User ID and password.
· Both the GAMS User ID and password should be sought from the relevant Research Office or administration unit of the participant’s organisation in the first instance.
· Previously allocated GAMS User IDs remain valid, participants DO NOT have to apply for a new GAMS User ID each year, neither do people with assessor-only logons. 
· All participants on a Proposal require a GAMS User ID. Eligible Organisations’ GAMS Contacts are listed on the ARC website mentioned above. See also the Discovery Projects Funding Rules for Funding Commencing in 2007 for a list of Eligible Organisations.
Participants should contact their organisations Research Office in the first instance for assistance with GAMS.

Participants who are not currently academic staff members of Australian Universities or CSIRO should also seek their GAMS User ID from the nominated Administering Organisation. Alternatively, complete the ‘Request for GAMS User Account’ form available from the ARC website at: http://www.arc.gov.au/gams_login and email GAMSIDS@arc.gov.au.  The ARC will then respond to the request by emailing both a GAMS User ID and password within 2 working days.
Additional information on using GAMS can be found at http://www.arc.gov.au/gams_login/default.htm
Hard copy forms
In addition to the electronic Application Form submitted via GAMS, an original and identical paper copy of the Proposal must be provided.

The following additional sections must be incorporated into the hard copy as appropriate:
· Section A9, Certification;

· Section B4.3, ‘Additional Letter/s; for any participants associated with a Commonwealth Government-funded Research Centre (to be added at the end of the Proposal); 

· Section B10, ‘Research Record Relative To Opportunities’;

· Sections C2 and C3, ‘Justification of Funding Requested From the ARC’ and ‘Details of Non-ARC Contributions; 

· Section D2, ‘Statements on Progress of ARC-Funded Projects’.  If any participants received any funding from the ARC during 2005 under the Discovery Projects or Linkage Projects schemes, you will need to provide progress statements on the relevant projects with your Proposal; and 

· Part E, ‘Proposal Description’.

Participants must record the total number of sheets contained in the Proposal on the first page of the hard copy Application Form, as shown in the example below:

Enter the total number of sheets contained in the Proposal including all the pages of the Application Form, additional text, and any required supporting documentation. The ARC uses this as a verification tool for scanning and image storing purposes.

Printing the Application Form

Participants must enter GAMS to create an Application Form and enter summary information.  Once summary information has been entered, GAMS will permit printing of a hard copy of their Discovery Projects Application Form.

The originating author may print the Application Form from their home page in GAMS.
To print the Application Form, select print to the right of the GAMS application record. A dialogue box will open and invite the participant to save the file to the computer. Click on the save button to download the Application Form. When the download is completed, select open and this will convert the file to Rich Text Format (RTF). The Application Form can now be printed but should not be altered.
NOTE:  Do not alter the rtf. All changes must be made in GAMS before printing. Changes in the rtf create differences between the rtf and the online GAMS form. If this occurs the ARC may, in its absolute discretion, decide not to recommend the Proposal for approval.
NOTE:  To save time in completing the Application Form, please save and validate frequently.  Saving additions to the Application Form alone, does not inform the participant of validation errors which need to be corrected.  

IMPORTANT: After 60 minutes of inactivity GAMS will lock an idle Application Form, the program will be aborted and any unsaved data will be lost.   
Filling in the Application Form

The following instructions describe the type of details to enter under each of the headings and provide some examples of how to fill in the form.   
NOTE:  Application Forms should be completed sequentially, ie Part A, Part B, Part C, then Part D.
Once an Administering Organisation (A1) has been selected, the Project Title (A2) and first named participant entered (A3), and the Application Form saved, a Project ID will be automatically allocated to your Application Form by the GAMS system.

Eligible Organisations, listed in Appendix 2 of the Discovery Projects Funding Rules for Funding Commencing in 2007, are eligible to receive and administer both project and Fellowship funding under Discovery Projects. Refer to Section 4.1 of the Funding Rules for Organisational Types.

The Administering Organisation of a project is the organisation which administers the ARC project funding. Administering organisations are generally the organisations listed in Appendix 2 of the Discovery Projects Funding Rules for Funding Commencing in 2007, however other organisations, which may receive funding for Fellowship salaries only, may be Administering Organisations. Refer to Section 4.1 of the Funding Rules.

Select from the drop-down list the name of the organisation where the first-named Chief Investigator or Fellow will be employed during the period of the project funding. This organisation must be the Administering Organisation. 
If you are employed by a university, museum, herbarium, CSIRO Division, or other organisation listed, select your organisation from the drop-down list. If you are employed by a museum or herbarium, and the museum or herbarium’s name is not on the drop down list select either “Click Here if your museum is not on this list” or “Click Here if your herbarium is not on this list” as appropriate and enter the name of your museum or herbarium into the text box. 
If your organisation is not on the drop down list, select “OTHER” from the end of the drop-down list and overtype the name of the organisation into the text box.  

NOTE:  When you select the Administering Organisation GAMS will activate the relevant component boxes in A4.1. See the Discovery Projects Funding Rules for Funding Commencing in 2007 for further information on eligibility of organisations.

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Question A1.1 will only appear if the Administering Organisation selected at A1 is not a university, museum or herbarium, i.e. if the organisation is not an Eligible Organisation listed in Appendix 2 of the Discovery Projects Funding Rules for Funding Commencing in 2007.

When these changes are saved, the participant order will also be changed in Part B of the form, however you will still need to ensure that the order in Part B corresponds to Part A3.

Remaining information in the Participant Summary Table (Initials and Organisation) will be autofilled once you complete Section B of the Application Form.
The first named investigator will be the ARC’s primary reference for the Proposal.  
The first named participant must be applying as either a Chief Investigator (CI) or as one of the ARC Fellow (APD, ARF/QEII or APF). 
On Proposals with more than one participant, the first named investigator should be from the Administering Organisation at A1. However, if the first named participant has a role of, APD, ARF/QEII or APF (i.e. is a Fellowship candidate) and other participants are a mix of APD, ARF/QEII, APF or PIs then the first named participant does not have to belong to the Administering Organisation. On Proposals with only one participant, where that participant has the role of CI, i.e. is not a Fellowship candidate, the CI must be from the Administering Organisation at A1.
If you currently hold an ARC Fellowship and are applying for another research Proposal, you must apply as a CI. Also see comments at B5.

Select the ECR box if the participant is an Early Career Researcher. The primary definition of an Early Career Researcher is one holding a PhD, or equivalent research doctorate, awarded since 1 March 2001. If you do not fit this definition, and you wish to claim ECR status, you must present your case in Section B10.5 of the Application Form. Circumstances establishing ECR status beyond the primary definition could include career interruptions due to non-research employment, misadventure or carer responsibilities, or a research career not preceded by the award of a PhD or equivalent research doctorate. 

An Early Career Researcher (ECR) Only Proposal is a Proposal on which all investigators, CIs, PIs and Fellows are ECRs.  A person who is an ECR may apply for funding in association with non-ECR participants, however, such a Proposal is not an ECR Only Proposal.

Select keywords very carefully, as they are considered when readers are being selected to assess your Proposal. The keywords should be of the kind normally required for submitting an article to a major refereed journal.

Research classifications are available on the ARC website via http://www.arc.gov.au. Select from the drop-down lists at least one code under each of the Research Fields, Courses and Disciplines (RFCD) codes and Socio-Economic Objective (SEO) classifications. The RFCD classification defines the research according to disciplines. There is provision for up to three codes on the Application Form.

The SEO classification indicates the sectors that are most likely to benefit from the research. There is provision for up to three codes on the Application Form.

Indicate the relative importance of each code by using a percentage (rounded to the nearest multiple of 10).  Please prioritise the order and place the most important first in descending order (see example below) and rounded to the nearest multiple of 10. These weightings must total 100% each for RCFDs and for 

SEOs.

Identify codes from more than one discipline if the Proposal is multi-disciplinary.

Teaching relief

Teaching relief may be sought for a maximum of 6 months per year only. The 6 months can be used on a part time basis across the duration of the year. The Chief Investigator must be named and the amount or percentage for each year must be specified.

Fellowships candidates who wish to become Chief Investigators if their Fellowship requests are unsuccessful, ie have ticked B9.7(a), should indicate if they would seek teaching relief in the role of Chief Investigators (and should ensure that they meet eligibility criteria for Chief Investigators). For these purposes professional staff include Chief Investigators, Partner Investigators and any researcher who is, or is equivalent to, Level A or above. To calculate the indirect costs borne by any universities involved in the Proposal, multiply the combined salary contribution for each professional staff member who has an amount listed in columns 2 and/or 3 and/or 4 by an appropriate multiplier. To calculate the indirect costs borne by any organisations which are not universities, multiply the salary contribution for each professional staff member who has an amount listed in column 4 by an appropriate multiplier.

· Detail what new methodologies or technologies will be developed in the course of the project.

· If the research has been nominated as focussing upon a topic or outcome that falls within one of the National Research Priorities, explain how it addresses one or more of the associated Priority Goals (as selected in A6.1).

Outline the conceptual framework, design and methods, and demonstrate that these are adequately developed, well integrated and appropriate to the aims of the Proposal. Include a research plan and proposed timelines.
